Paxton Boys 
Massacre 
December 1763 
 
The original target of the 
Scots-Irish militia were 
probably the Moravian 
Indians at Nain and 
Wechquetank.  
However, the Paxton 
Boys were not able to 
carry out that plan and 
perhaps just chose the 
Conestoga Indians as 
an easy target instead.

Nain Indians’ 
Travels 
In January, 1764, a few 
weeks after having been 
incarcerated in the 
barracks in Philadelphia, 
the Indian Congregation 
from Nain attempted to 
enter New York state to 
gain the protection of Sir 
William Johnson, Indian 
Superintendent. 
 
They were turned back 
at the New York border.
